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Robert Burns's Family Tree
Rare and Precious

In publishing the tiny book ‘Robert Burns:
His Life and His Thoughts’ (1979), I received a
great many kindnesses from the then Provost
G.J.Mc Dowall in Scotland, the Curator A.E.
Truckell, and the best friend Mr Francis Kelly.
The Family Tree of Robert Burns, which is
going to be treated in this book,had been given
by the Curator; but when I was about to write
it down,in the same book, I found that there
would be many technical difficulties; and so I
preserved it with civility, hoping to publish it
some day. Now, the family tree of Robert
Burns is so rare and so precious that it cannot
be easily obtained even in his native country
Scotland, to say nothing of Japan. I cannot
thank the Curator here again too much who
gave me such a wonderful family tree.

The family tree was compiled by Robert
Duthle, Stonehaven, Kincardineshire on 25th
January, 1859; and it is pretty detailed; but 1
will write down as many members of the family
as possible, and I am all the sorrier because I
cannot make the diagram reappear as it is in
this book.

charter by Caenulf. In 938 it was at Burnes-
burgh that Athelstan defeated the Danes and
Scots; and at the Norman Conquest, Burnes-
ton, in Richmondshire, was a large district
bearing the name of its proprietor. Godric de
Burnes appears in the Domesday-book as the
lord of ample domains in Kent, ‘temp’ Edward
the Confessor. Raoul de Burnes made gifts to
the Abbey of St.Acheuil, in France, in 1189; and
Godeholt and Eustace de Burnes and others of
the same name are mentioned in the registers of
the ‘Curia Regis’ of Richard I., and John, and in
the rolls of Knights-fees of Henry III. and
Edward I.In 1290, John de Burnes, ‘miles’ was
Edward’s envoy to Rome; and in a charter of
Edward II., Williemus de Burnes is included
amongst the benefactors to St.
Hospital at Canterbury. In the sixteenth and
seventeenth centuries the name is again promi-

nent in Staffordshire, when John Burnes of
Aldershaw was of high consideration at Lich-
field, early in Elizabeth’s reign, and his grand-
son of the same name, an active Parliament-man
and magistrate under Cromwell.

The Stuarts of Inchbreck found the poet
(Burns)’s forefathers occupying the farms of
Brawlinmuir and Bogjordan (Bogjardin), which
form that estate, when they obtained it from
Queen Mary in 1547, but no authentic record
remains of them of anterior date to that on the
tombstone of James (Burnes) under mentioned, -
who was born in 1656 and died in 1743. Of the
dates of birth and death of his three brothers no
record exists but the rest of the Table is com-
piled from Parish Registers and otheriunques-
tionable sources.

We have another copy of the family tree of
Robert Burns, which was compiled by Thomas
S. McCrorie, Esq. In this copy, one will find
some persons unmentioned in the family tree
which we have shown above. So we want to
write down such comparatively latest persons
since the late 1700s .by consulting it.

According to the explanation of the family
tree compiled by McCrorie, Esq., ‘This di-
agrammatic record has been specially prepared
and placed here on the instructions of Dumfries
Town Council for the interest and information
of visitors and as a civic tribute to its compiler,
Thomas S. McCrorie, Esq. Ever a staunch and
discerning admirer of the Poet. Mr McCrorie
earned an international reputation as an
authority on his life and works—first as a
private citizen of Dumfries and latterly as
curator of this house, a position he occupied
from 1945 until his death on 10th April, 1961.

—Spelling Change——

In the Parish register at Clochinahill, the
family name is shown as ‘Burnes’. It appears in
this form on the tombstone of the Poet’s father
at Alloway. Ulntil 3d April, 1786, Robert used
the same spelling. After that date by agreement
between the Poet and his brother Gilbert the
style was changed to ‘Burns’.

As we have seen in the above-mentioned
complicated family tree, if we are not careful
enough, we shall find ourselves in a labyrinth at
last, falling into a difficulty even to retrace
correctly to only a line of it, far from so clear
looking out over the complete view mentioned
as on a sheet of paper. We shall, therefore,
rewrite at least only the direct line of the Poet
Robert Burns as follows.

Burnes in
Alloway, and Agnes Broun, his spouse, was
born Jan. 25th, 1759, baptized 26th, by Mr.
Wm. Dalrymple; witnesses, John Tennant
and James Young. Married Jean Armour of
Mauchline——@® Robert Burns married
Ann sherwood in 1808. She died in 1835.
They had one daughter Eliza who died in
1878. She was taken to India by her uncle
James Glencairn Burns and there met and
married Dr. Evertett of the Indian Medical
Service.

She became the wife of
Matthew Thomson of Martinstown, Kill-
inwick County Wexford, Ireland, whomana-
ged the Everett estate.

They had one
daughter, Jean Armour Burns Brown, who
was born in 1864, and who died, unmarried,
in Dumfries in 1937.
